Then they start
growing. Fast. They talk. They get
moody. They have “needs”. They get
siblings and start fighting, biting,
pinching, punching, scratching, and
more. They start school and come
home with nasty words, threats that
“you’re not my best friend anymore”,
and all-too-often,
challenging behaviour. Even when
they’re a dream, we still worry about
how we can give them the best start in life.
