(the Red Box with a heart on top) on
the table as soon as you walk in the
door.

St John will be providing the school
with a cabinet in the near future. The
cabinet will be attached to the school
building in a location that is easily
accessible by the public and the
Heartstart Defibrillator will be housed
in this cabinet.

Interm Swimming Term 2
Swimming notes went home last week
and your swift return of the notes is
greatly appreciated so the swimming
coordinators can organise lessons
that start in week two, Term 2.
Students in P-6 will travel by bus to
Margaret River Aquatic Centre twice
a week on Tuesdays and Thursday for
a total of ten lessons. The ten lessons
are free and the school subsidises the
pool entry and bus transport to a cost
of $40 per child.

Interschool Sports—Two Day Event
Permission excursion notes also went
home last week for the Interschool
Sports. Day One will be held on
Tuesday 10 April (10am-12:45pm) at
Augusta Primary and later at the
Augusta Oval. Only children selected
to participate in Day Omne will be
attending this event and travel on the
bus as a team to Augusta.

Day Two is on Thursday 12 April

to see how the Defibrillator is used
and to ask any questions they may
have.

Reducing the time it takes to locate an
Automated External Defibrillator
(AED) is key. If an AED is applied to a
sudden cardiac arrest victim within
the first minute of collapse, their
chance of survival is 90%. For every
minute that passes, their chance of
survival drops 10%, leaving a 10
minute ‘window of opportunity’.

We encourage parents and
community members to attend this
session as the more people who know
about the defibrillator,
access and how to use it...the better.
