Outdoor Classroom Day
Karridale Primary School

“Bird’s Nest” outdoor
classroom. The Year 5/6
class will launch the day
and introduce the
Indigenous Trail in the
bush area at the corner of
Bussell Hwy and Chapman
Road. This ©project
commenced two years ago
when Josh Whiteland
kindly shared |his
knowledge of indigenous
plants in our bushland, and
told us about their uses
and importance to the
Wadandi people. Students
wanted to share this
information not only with
the school, but beyond,
and have created handouts
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about the plants. The Year
5/6 students will pair up
and work with groups of
students for a 40 minute
journey around the trail

talking about the
indigenous plants. Parents
are most welcome to join
in.

During the day, classes
will have their own
activities outside, which
will include capturing
images of significant
‘things’ they see outdoors.
